
 

 

 

 

The Tobacco to 21 Act would raise the minimum legal tobacco age of sale to 21. In order to enforce 
this requirement, the Secretary of Health and Human Services would have the authority to conduct 
undercover compliance checks, perform retailer inspections, initiate enforcement actions for 
noncompliance, and take other appropriate enforcement measures. 

 

RAISING THE TOBACCO MINIMUM AGE TO 21 WILL SAVE LIVES 

 94% of adult smokers begin smoking before they turn 21. 

o Data suggest that adolescents may have an increased biological vulnerability to the effects of 

nicotine and nicotine addiction.2 

 Raising the minimum legal age of sale of tobacco products nationwide would: 

o Result in 223,000 fewer premature deaths, 45,000 fewer deaths from lung cancer, and 4.2 

million fewer years of life lost for those born between 2000 and 2019; 

o Reduce tobacco initiation among youth; and  
o Lead to a 12 percent decrease in smoking prevalence.3

product in 2018, up from 3.6 million in 2017. 

This large increase is driven by a surge in 

electronic cigarette use.   

 

Electronic cigarette use among youth has 

skyrocketed, growing an astounding 900 

percent among high school students from 

2011 to 2015. In response, the Surgeon 

General declared e-cigarette use among 

youth an “epidemic”.
