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(¢) NON-APPLICATION OF THE APA.—The provisions
of subchapter II of chapter 5, and chapter 7, of title 5,
United States Code (commonly known as the “Administra-

tive Procedure Act’) shall not apply to the establishment
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of an air tour management plan under this section.
